This is why now, 

more than ever, we need to remember 

that God’s people, throughout the 

ages, have faced challenges and diffi-

culties.  And as scripture clearly gives 

witness, when the faithful have looked 

back on their struggles they could see

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that God was using those very things that tried and 

tested them to accomplish His will and to be glorified 

in their devotion to His promises. 

This is why now, more than ever, is the time for us to 

boldly be the church God is calling us to be.  Now is 

the time for our witness to the gospel of Jesus Christ 

to shine.  Now, because people like a fight and they 

are watching us and they are watching how we deal 

with adversity and conflict.  And this is what we need 

them to see:  we need them to see our joy in the Lord.

Thank you for giving me 

a place I could come so that I wouldn’t have to be 

alone tonight.”  

If we have gotten a reputation in Winona for being 

“those” people at “that” church than I’m glad to be 

one of “those” people who belong to “that” kind of a 

church that is blessing people like that lonely old man 

who had nowhere else to go but here.   

Thank you for the honor and privilege of being your 

pastor.
